Dear Secretary:


Pursuant to Section 5.3 of the Commission’s regulations, 18 CFR § 5.3, the Douglas Leen hereby requests use of the Traditional Licensing Process (“TLP”) for the licensing of the South Kupreanof Microhydro Project.  Concurrent with this filing, but under separate cover, Douglas Leen is filing its Notification of Intent and Pre-Application Document for the Project.

We address below the following considerations to justify our request to use the TLP.

Likelihood of Timely License Issuance [18 CFR § 5.3(c)(1)(ii)(A)]

The TLP would be the most expeditious process for this project.
Complexity of the Resource Issues [18 CFR § 5.3(c)(1)(ii)(B)]

The proposed project presents very few, if any, resource issues of any complexity.
Level of Anticipated Controversy [18 CFR § 5.3(c)(1)(ii)(C)]
The project will be located mostly on private property in a very secluded area.  No outside interest in the project is expected.
Relative Cost of the Traditional Licensing Process Compared to the Integrated

Licensing Process [18 CFR § 5.3(c)(1)(ii)(D)]

Use of the TLP will be much more cost effective than the more rigorous and expensive ILP.
The Amount of Available Information and Potential for Significant Disputes Over Studies [18 CFR § 5.3(c)(1)(ii)(E)]

I do not expect any disputes over studies and the amount of available information should suffice for licensing purposes.
Other Pertinent Factors [18 CFR § 5.3(c)(1)(ii)(F)]

None.

For all of the foregoing reasons, Douglas Leen respectfully requests that the Commission grant this request and authorize Douglas Leen to use the TLP for the licensing of the Project.


As required by 18 CFR § 5.3(d)(1), the Douglas Leen is concurrently providing copies of this request to all affected resource agencies, Indian tribes, and potentially interested parties.  As required by 18 CFR § 5.3(d)(2), Douglas Leen is publishing notice of this request simultaneously with the publication of notice of availability of the NOI and PAD in the Petersburg Pilot Newspaper, Petersburg Alaska of general circulation in the counties where the Project is located.  


By this letter, Douglas Leen is notifying the resource agencies, Indian tribes, and potentially interested parties that comments on this application must be provided to the Commission and Douglas Leen no later than 30 days following the filing date of this document. All comments should reference South Kupreanof Microhydro Project, and they should address, as appropriate to the circumstances of the request, the following topics:

• Likelihood of timely license issuance;


• Complexity of the resource issues;


• Level of anticipated controversy;


• Relative cost of the TLP compared to the ILP;


• The amount of available information and potential for significant disputes over


studies; and


• Other factors believed by the commenter to be pertinent.
